¢ Word limit: 500-1500 words.

e Must include a short biography (no more than 200 words), and a photo of
yourself.

o Must be well referenced with a full bibliography at the end.

o Please indicate what type of paper you are submitting (i.e.: blog post, policy
paper, research paper, article...).

e Language and grammar must be at a publishable standard.
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e Submissions must not be under consideration with other publishers and must
not be currently published elsewhere.

e Submissions should have a short and catchy title.
o Please bold and left-align any headings, and put subheadings in italics.

o All images in your submission that originate from sources that are subject to
copyright must be removed.

e Please read through your submissions carefully for typos.

e Submission initiates the review process and is taken as prior consent for
publication by Challenging Heights.

« By submitting you are confirming that you are over the age of 18. We do
accept submissions from under 18’s, however we ask that they are sent with
parental consent. Please send an email to
publications@challengingheights.orq if you are under 18 and we can send
you the form to be filled out by your parent/guardian.

« If Challenging Heights discovers that authors do not respect the values of
Challenging Heights, we reserve the right to refuse or remove your
submission from our channels.
